· How much did the ad cost to make? (5 million pounds)

· Who’s singing? (Slow Moving Millie)

· Who’s it a cover of? (A 1980s Smiths song)

· Why is there some controversy over it? (The Smiths were anti-capitalist and anti-consumerism and the lyrics say the opposite to what’s happening in the ad. People believe they’ve “sold out” by giving permission for it to be used)

· What song featured on John Lewis’ ad last year? (A cover of Elton John’s “Your Song” by Ellie Goulding)

· Where did it get to in the charts? (Number 2)

· What age group do they consider is their “core audience”? (45-55)
