Teacher’s Notes
1.
Tell students that they are going to watch a short clip containing a number of film clips. Their first task is to count the films. After watching, give them a few seconds to agree on the number with a partner. According to this list there are 43

2.
Ask if anyone has seen the clip before and give a bit of background – Dutch filmmaker Matthijs Vlot  found clips from a variety of films in which the spoken words synch with Lionel Ritchie’s 1984 hit Hello. 
3.
Play the clip again. After watching, students talk in groups about which films they’ve seen, characters they recognise etc.
4.
For the third viewing, tell students to write down everything they hear, and then compare in groups. Repeat and give the class time to agree on the final version.
5.
Go round the class – the first person says the first word, the second person says the second word etc.  Repeat for the rest of the lines. 
I’ve been alone with you inside my mind

Now give students a couple of minutes to rehearse the lines in their head. Then play one more time and students say the lines in time with the video.
7.
For homework tell students to go to www.lyricstraining.com , look for the song and do the exercise. Or simply watch it on YouTube.
8.
In the next class, students who watched the video describe it to those that didn’t. Ask what they thought of it and then show the Starburst commercial.
